o For all multi-member districts, the round column says “Round 1.” There is only one round for these
districts.

1992: The original electoral commission data for this election are incomplete in the following respects:
e MMD data are provided for parties that won seats only.

e SMD data only contains information for the top two vote-getters in the second round of SMD voting.
Votes for other parties are combined in an “other” category (with the exception of Pajiirio , Baltijos
and Sakiy districts — see below)

e For two single-member districts (Kauno and Kauno Kédainiy), only data for the single largest vote-
getter is reported. In these districts, the second largest vote-getter is the Lithuanian Democratic Labor
Party.

e The Central Electoral Committee (14 April 1993) declared the Revolutionary Movement of Lithuania
candidate the winner in the Pajurio SM district, the Revolutionary Movement of Lithuania candidate
the winner in the Baltijos SM district, and the Citizens Charter of the Republic of Lithuania candidate
the winner in the Sakiy SM district. The seat allocations reflect these declarations. District total vote
data are not available for these districts.
